The 2024 event will follow the same 
route as 2023 but with one key change.  
 
Due to an unsafe bridge on  
Broadmead Road, Woodford, the 
2024 route will divert from Grange 
Hill towards Chigwell and on through 
Buckhurst Hill before joining High Road, 
Woodford Green.  
 
Additional vehicle crossing points will  
be available in Chigwell and Buckhurst 
Hill to facilitate access and exit for 
drivers.
